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The Chaplain writes...

| recently had the opportunity of atour
around the roya palace here in Odlo.
We were shown through some of the
beautiful rooms and had a very
interesting introduction to the history
of the Norwegian roya family. We at
St Edmund’ s feel we have connections
with the roya family through Queen
Maud, the granddaughter of Queen
Victoria and the first queen of the
newly independent Norway in 1905.
Queen Maud regularly worshipped at
St Edmund’s and generously gave the
altar candlesticks and cross to the
church on the occasion of the
coronation.

There were two things that struck me
particularly during the tour. Firstly,
there are, as you might expect
paintings of the royal family going
back to various members of King
Haakon's family in Denmark. It
reminded me of how important our
roots are to us — even when we've
moved on in life, the family we have
come from is so important to us.
That's why, as we come to celebrate
the 125" anniversary of St Edmund's
(and with it the whole Anglican
Chaplaincy in Norway), it isgood for
us to remember our roots. As
Christians, theroots of our faith arein
Judaism, for this was the faith in
which Jesus himself was brought up,
and the more we understand our
Jewish roots, the more we shal
understand Jesus.

The second thing that struck me was
something our guide said as we came
to the last room on our tour, the
King's chapel. She told us that the
foundation stone for the Palace was
under the altar in the chapel. |
wondered whether that was deliberate
— that fundamental to the life of the
Palace is the faith of the royal family,
that the place where the sacrament of
the Body and Blood of Christ is
celebrated is the foundation stone of
thelife of the royal family.

| haven't yet found out exactly where
the foundation stone is a St
Edmund's, but it should certainly be
true of us that the sacrifice of our
Saviour, which we celebrate week in
week out, is at the heart of our life as
a Christian community. It is
fundamental to our lives, for in that
sacrament we not only re-present the
sacrifice of Christ with al that it
brings in terms of healing and
forgiveness, but we also receive the
risen Christ himself who seeks to live
and work in us and through us with his
transforming power. It is the
sacrament of love in which we not
only share in the Body of Christ, but
we as a community become the Body
of Christ, caled to live his risen life
in the world today.

On 8" November Bishop David will
be with us as we begin our 125"
anniversary celebrations. The theme
will be “Founded on Faith, Rooted in
Love’. As a community we will be
exploring our roots and seeking



renewa in our faith, and we hope that
far and wide throughout the
Chaplaincy you will join us on this
time of pilgrimage, and so cometo a
surer faith and a more vibrant love.

At themeetingin May ‘08

Areas of responsibility were delegated
to various people.  The Council
received a financial report including
information on the auditing of the
accounts and certain problems that had
been encountered.

Plans for further activities with young
families were outlined including a
simple ceremony to mark the

Plans for the development of youth
work were discussed. A report was
received from the Sunday School
informing the Council on the progress
of the curriculum for the anniversary
period, and the collection of art work
which is being made. Discussion
followed on ways in which children
can become more involved in the
services and the fellowship time
afterwards.

The Council reaffirmed its
commitment to its policy for the
protection of children young people
and vulnerable adults.

A report from the 125" Anniversary
Planning group was received. Plans
for the picnic were outlined.
Commemorative medals to celebrate
the anniversary are to be ordered.

It was reported that Ven Brian
Horlock, aformer Chaplainin Oslois
soon to celebrate 50 yrs as a priest.
Valerie Bruun-Lie will represent the
Chaplaincy.

A reguest for the use of the church for
a concert was discussed. It was noted
that the Archdeacon will be leaving
the Diocesein August.

At themeeting in June ‘08

The Council spent a considerable time
reviewing the Vision document that
had been started in 2006. Two further
areas for development were outlined
namely Environment and
Communication.

A financial report was received as
well as minutes from the Finance and
Stewardship  Committee. The
treasurer brought to the attention of
the Council problems encountered in
the new system as well as in the
auditing. The process of reviewing
stipends was in progress, and it was
agreed that under our contractual
obligations the final figures from the
Presteforening would be accepted.

The Council considered a revised
estimate of costs for improving the
security of the church, but it was
agreed that further information was
required before a final decision could
be made. A dugnad for cleaning the
church is being planned for
September.

The Council received a progress report
on the work with young families,
youth work, and Sunday School.
Under the heading of Events
Committee, plans were discussed for
the “Newcomers Party” on 12" Sep,
Harvest Supper on 27" Sep, Bazaar
on 15" Nov, St Edmund’s Day on 20"
November.

A proposal had been received that the
Family Service be changed to a
Family Communion. This was
discussed and it was agreed that
Council members would canvas the
views of members of the
congregation, but that no changes
could be made before the New Y ear.

In the light of the departure of the
Archdeacon, a letter from the Bishop
concerning the position of the
Archdeacon was discussed.
